
•	 LSU RB Leonard Fournette 
became the quickest player to 3,000 
rushing yards in school history last 
week when he eclipsed the mark 
against Wisconsin. Fournette did 
it in 26 games and 491 attempts 
to better Kevin Faulk, who reached 
the milestone in 28 games and 572 
attempts.  

•	 When CB Tre’Davious White 
returned a 3Q interception 21 yards 
for a touchdown, he became the first 
LSU defensive player to score the 
first points of a season for the Tigers 
dating back to at least 1962. 

•	 LSU has won 10 straight home-
openers, a streak that dates back 
to the 2006 season when the Tigers 
beat Louisiana-Lafayette, 45-3, 
in Tiger Stadium. LSU last loss 
in a home-opener came against 
Tennessee by a 30-27 count in 
overtime on Monday night in 2005. 

•	 LSU hasn’t lost a Saturday night 
home-opener since 1994 when Texas 
A&M beat the Tigers, 18-13. 

•	 LSU is 28-4 following a loss under 
Les Miles. 

•	 LSU is 49-6 in night games in 
Tiger Stadium under Miles. 

•	 Les Miles is 33-0 in non-
conference games in Tiger Stadium 
and the Tigers have won 45 
consecutive non-conference home 
games in Death Valley dating back to 
a 13-10 defeat to UAB in 2000. 

•	 LSU had the longest non-
conference regular season winning 
streak in FBS history snapped at 
52 straight wins last week with the 
16-14 loss to Wisconsin. Prior to 
last week, LSU hadn’t lost a regular-
season non-conference game since 
2002 when Virginia Tech beat the 
Tigers, 26-8, in the season-opener. 

•	 Last year, LSU scored 48 offensive 
TDs (35 rushing, 13 passing) and the 
Tigers return every player in 2016 
who scored an offensive touchdown 
last season. RB Leonard Fournette led 
the way with 23 total TDs. 

•	 LSU is 55-7 under Les Miles 
when a running back reaches the 
100-yard mark, which includes a 
13-3 record when Leonard Fournette 
goes over the century mark. LSU was 
4-1 in 2014, 9-1 in 2015 and 0-1 in 
2016 when Fournette gets 100 yards

LSU Looks To Bounce Back Against Jacksonville State in Tiger Stadium   
LSU will look to bounce back from its first season-opening loss since 2002 when the Tigers host Football Championship 
Subdivision (FCS) powerhouse Jacksonville State at 6:30 p.m. in Tiger Stadium. LSU (0-1) enters the game coming off a 16-14 loss 
to Wisconsin last Saturday at Lambeau Field. Jacksonville State (1-0) opened its season last Thursday with a 31-12 win over North 
Alabama. Jacksonville State posted a 13-2 overall record and reached the FCS National Championship Game last year, falling 
to North Dakota State, 37-10. Saturday’s matchup will be the first between LSU and Jacksonville State and it will also represent 
the first time the Tigers have faced a current member of the Ohio Valley Conference (OVC). The Tigers are 10-0 all-time against 
the FCS, which includes a 7-0 mark under Les Miles. Saturday’s game will be televised on ESPNU with Clay Matvick (pxp) and 
Dusty Dvoracek (analyst) on the call. The game will also be broadcast on the LSU Sports Radio Network featuring the Voice of the 
Tigers Chris Blair, Doug Moreau (analyst) and Gordy Rush (reporter). Miles, the Dean of SEC Football Coaches, enters the game 
with a 112-33 mark at LSU, making him the second-winningest coach in school history. Overall, Miles has a 140-54 record, which 
includes four years at Oklahoma State. Offensively, All-America RB Leonard Fournette rushed for 138 yards last week against 
Wisconsin, the 16th 100-yard game of his career. QB Brandon Harris completed 12-of-21 passes for 131 yards, 1 TD and 2 
interceptions against the Badgers with senior WR Travin Dural being his top target (5 rec., 50 yards, 1 TD). Defensively, the Tigers 
limited Wisconsin to 339 yards (134 rushing, 205 passing) and forced three turnovers against the Badgers. CB Tre’Davious White 
recovered a fumble and returned an interception 21 yards for a TD in the third quarter. OLB Arden Key opened the season with 
two sacks, while DE Davon Godchaux led all Tigers with nine tackles.

	 LSU coach Les Miles evaluates his program based on the “full 
measure of success”, a process that puts equal importance on gradu-
ation as it does with victories on the football field. Miles says that in 
order to experience the full measure of success, student-athletes must 
accomplish both and that one without the other doesn’t truly define 
success.
	 That motto has been the foundation for which Miles has sus-
tained the LSU football program for the past 11 years, a span that 
has seen the Tigers average 10 wins a year. With 112 victories during 
that timeframe, LSU has won more games than any other program in 
the SEC since 2005. In 11 years with the Tigers, Miles has climbed to 
become the second-winningest coach in school history in both overall 
wins (112) and in SEC regular season victories (63).
	 In 2015, Miles extended LSU’s streak of consecutive seasons 
with at least eight wins to 16 straight, the longest such streak among 
the Power 5 Conferences, and the Tigers have stretched their mark of 
consecutive seasons with a bowl appearance to 16 in a row.
	 Now the Dean of SEC Football Coaches, Miles led the Tigers to 
the 2007 BCS National Championship, the third national title in the 
history of the program. LSU has also claimed a pair of SEC titles – in 
2007 and 2011 – while reaching the league’s title game three times. 
LSU has also appeared in 11 bowl games under Miles, winning seven 
of them, and won 10 or more games a school-record eight times, 
which includes 13-0 regular season mark in 2011 when the Tigers 
were ranked No. 1 in the nation for 11 consecutive weeks.
	 Since taking over in 2005, Miles has guided LSU to five top 10 
finishes with three coming in the top five, won double-figure games 
seven times, produced 22 first team All-Americans and had players 
win 11 national awards. LSU also leads the SEC with 69 NFL Draft 
picks during that span, which includes 13 first round selections. LSU 
led the nation with nine NFL Draft picks in 2014, a year after the Tigers 
originally set the school mark with nine in 2013. In 2015, LSU had an 

NFL-best 40 players on opening day rosters and had five former Tigers 
– all of which played for Miles – make the Pro Bowl.
	 Miles’ 112 overall wins at LSU ranks him behind only Charles 
McClendon, who won 137 games in 18 years with the Tigers, while is 
63 SEC regular season victories are just two shy of tying McClendon’s 
school record of 65. Miles is also the only coach in LSU history to beat 
Auburn, Florida and Alabama in same season – doing it three times – 
and in 2005, he became the first first-year coach in SEC history to lead 
a team to the league’s title game.
	 In the classroom, 242 football players have earned their degree 
since Miles took over, and two out of the last four years LSU has 
ranked No. 2 in the SEC in graduation rates. Under Miles, LSU has pro-
duced 187 players who have earned SEC Academic Honor Roll status.
	 Known by his players as being compassionate, caring and as 
their coach for a lifetime, the true impact that Miles has on his team 
and the role that he plays in their development on and off the field 
was easily witnessed following LSU’s 19-7 win over Texas A&M on 
Nov. 28, 2015 when the Tigers carried their coach off the field on their 
shoulders in what was one of the most magnificent moments in Tiger 
Stadium history.
	 That moment, coupled with LSU’s overwhelming win over Texas 
Tech in the Texas Bowl, has helped serve as a springboard to an 
offseason of success stories for the Tigers. In January, LSU added one 
of the nation’s top defensive coordinator’s in Dave Aranda to the staff. 
That was soon followed by an announcement that all but one under-
classman had decided to remain in school for 2016 thus giving LSU 
one of its biggest senior classes ever under Miles. With as many as 18 
starters returning and with a consensus top 5 signing class, Miles and 
LSU are poised to make another national splash this year as the Tigers 
continue to solidify their standing as one of the premier programs in 
college football.

LSU vs. The Football Championship Subdivision (FCS)
Saturday’s game against Jacksonville State marks the 11th time that LSU will face a team from the Football Championship 
Subdivision (FCS). LSU is 10-0 all-time against FCS teams, which includes a 70-14 win over Arkansas State on Oct. 12, 1991; 
a 58-0 win over Western Carolina to open the 2000 season; a 35-10 win over The Citadel on Sept. 7, 2002; a 35-7 victory over 
Western Illinois, on Sept. 13, 2003; a 24-0 win over Appalachian State on Nov. 5, 2005, a 41-13 victory over Appalachian State 
to open the 2008 season, a 32-10 victory over McNeese State on Oct. 16, 2010, a 49-3 win over Northwestern State on Sept. 10, 
2011, a 38-22 victory over Towson on Sept. 29, 2012, a 48-16 win over Furman on Oct. 26, 2013 and a 56-0 victory over Sam 
Houston State on Sept. 6, 2014. Les Miles is 7-0 against FCS teams in his tenure at LSU having outscored them 288-64.

LSU 10-1 Under Miles in Tiger Stadium Home Openers
Coming into Saturday’s home opener against Jacksonville State, head coach Les Miles is 10-1 in regular season-opening games 
in Tiger Stadium, winning the last 10 in-a-row. The only blemish to that record came in his first year at the helm of the program, 
when Hurricane Katrina hit, forcing their regularly scheduled game against Arizona State to be moved to Tempe, pushing it to the 
Tennessee game, which was played on a Monday night and went into overtime. Dating back to his time at Oklahoma State, Miles 
is 14-1 in home openers, outscoring opponents 621-202. 

Fournette Becomes Fastest Back To 3,000 Rushing Yards in LSU History
In his fourth carry of game against Wisconsin, junior running back Leonard Fournette eclipsed the 3,000-yard mark, becoming 
just the fourth player in program history to do so and the fastest, needing just 26 games and 572 total rushing attempts. 
Fournette finished the game with 138 yards on the ground on 23 carries, his 16th career 100-yard rushing game at LSU, and for 
his career is averaging 120.2 yards on the ground, 6.1 yards per carry on 19.6 attempts per game. Here are the top five rushing 
leaders in LSU history:

LSU Is 28-4 Under Les Miles Following a Loss
LSU is 28-4 since 2005 under Les Miles following a loss. Coming off a loss in the Music City Bowl to Notre Dame, LSU opened the 
2015 season with a 21-19 win at Mississippi State. The only times LSU has lost back-to-back games under Miles came in 2008 
when the Tigers dropped November games to Ole Miss and Arkansas, November 2014 with losses to Alabama and Arkansas and 
November 2015 with losses at Alabama, home vs. Arkansas and at Ole Miss. LSU has never lost consecutive games in Tiger Stadium 
under Miles.

No. 18 Tradition Passed Down to Tre’Davious White
A tradition established in 2003 continues as senior cornerback Tre’Davious White was voted to wear the No. 18 jersey for the 2015 
and 2016 seasons. White was presented the jersey by coach Les Miles following a vote of the coaching staff and former LSU No. 
18s during the Tigers’ first team meeting of fall camp in 2015 and then again this year. White is one of LSU’s leading returners on 
defense after recording 44 total tackles, with 30 on the solo end and 1.5 tackles for losses. Against Syracuse in the Carrier Dome, 
White cleared 69 yards in a shade over nine seconds on a punt return for a touchdown in the win over the Orange. Jersey No. 18 
was born when, in 2003, quarterback Matt Mauck guided LSU to its first national championship since 1958. His number became 
synonymous with success -- both on and off the field -- as well as a selfless attitude that has become the epitome of being an LSU 
football player. After his final year with the Tigers, Mauck passed the jersey number down to running back Jacob Hester, who then 
helped LSU to another national title in 2007. Here is a look at the jersey No. 18s:

LSU Brings Back 17 Starters in 2016 from the SEC’s Top Five Total Offense and Defense in the SEC a Season Ago
LSU ended the 2015 season as one of the most potent offenses in the conference and provided a formidable defense to stop any 
opposing side earning top five rankings in both total offense and defense. Going into 2016, the Tigers return 17 starters from both 
sides of the line, including bringing back six players who were eligible in the draft as juniors in Kendell Beckwith, Travin Dural, 
Rickey Jefferson, Lewis Neal, Ethan Pocic and Tre’Davious White. Backed by consensus All-American Leonard Fournette, 
and All-SEC performers Jamal Adams, Arden Key and others, LSU will forge into a new season as one of the most talented Tiger 
teams in recent history.

LSU is 49-4 Overall in Non-Conference Games Under Les Miles
LSU brings a 49-4 record in non-conference games heading into the game against Jacksonville State. LSU’s only four non-
conference losses under Les Miles came against Penn State in the Capital One Bowl to end the 2009 season, Clemson in the Chick-
fil-A Bowl on Dec. 31, 2012, Notre Dame in the Music City Bowl on Dec. 30, 2014 and Wisconsin in the Lambeau Field College Classic 
last week. Of the 49 wins under Miles against non-conference opponents, 13 have come against Top 25 teams, 41 have come by 
double-digits and LSU has scored 40 or more points in 30 of the 53 games.

LSU Has Been Ranked in 138 of 144 Games Under Miles
Since Les Miles took over at LSU, the Tigers have been represented in the AP and Amway Coaches’ Poll 169 of the 178 weeks. The 
exception came during the final three polls of the 2008 season, five weeks in 2014 and the week heading into the Texas A&M game 
last season. In addition, since the start of the 2002 season, LSU has played 173 of 181 games ranked in the top 25, including 139 
of 145 games under Miles. LSU has a 107-32  record in games played as a Top 25 team under Miles. The only five games that LSU 
didn’t play as a Top 25 team during the Miles era came in 2008 against Arkansas in the regular-season finale and Georgia Tech 
in the Chick-fil-A Bowl, in 2014 at Florida, vs. Kentucky and at Texas A&M, and in the 2015 regular season finale vs. Texas A&M. 
This year marked the 16th consecutive season that the Tigers were ranked in the preseason polls as LSU came in at No. 5 in the 
Associated Press and No. 6 in the Amway Coaches Top 25 polls. 

Leonard Fournette in LSU Top 5 for Career 100-Yard Rushing Games
Since joining the program as a freshman in 2014, running back Leonard Fournette has rocketed up the LSU rushing charts, 
including ranking in the top five in reaching at least 100 yards in multiple games.  In 2016, Fournette rushed for 138 yards in the 
opener against Wisconsin in Green Bay, carrying the ball 23 times against the Badgers to get to 16, three shy of matching former 
Tiger great Dalton Hilliard. Here is a list of the most 100-yard rushing games in LSU history:

This Day vs. Night Thing in Tiger Stadium
The facts indicate that LSU plays better at night in Tiger Stadium than they do during the day. The numbers show that since 1960, 
LSU is 240-64-4 (.786) at night under the lights compared to a 34-25-3 (.573) mark in Tiger Stadium during the day. Since 2000, LSU 
is 98-15 (.867) overall at home, which includes a 74-9 (.892) mark at night in Tiger Stadium and a 24-6 (.800) record during the day. 
Prior to 2000, LSU had only won 10 games at home during the day in 32 tries. From 1960 to 1999, LSU posted a 10-19-3 (.359) record 
at home during the day.

LSU Is 63-0 Under Miles When Rushing For 100 Yards and Holding Opponents To Less Than 100 Yards
One look at LSU’s results in relation to rushing the football and it’s easy to figure out that head coach Les Miles is a former 
offensive lineman who understands the importance of running the football. In 145 games under Miles, LSU’s success is easy to 
predict when it comes to net rushing yards. Get to 100 yards rushing and LSU will more than likely win as the Tigers are 107-14 
under Miles when that happens. Hold the opponent to fewer than 100 yards and the Tigers are 64-5. An even more telling stat is 
that when LSU rushes for 100-plus yards and holds the opponents to fewer than 100 yards, the Tigers are 63-0. The following is a 
look at LSU’s rushing numbers during the Miles era and have the Tigers have fared in those games:

Of the running backs who make up the 2016 
roster, LSU has 17 career 100-yard games to its credit as Leonard Fournette has 16 and Derrius Guice has one. Fournette has 
gone over the 100-yard mark in 10 of 12 games last season. LSU is 13-3 when Fournette reaches 100 yards, which included a 
9-1 2015 record. LSU’s only seven losses under Miles when having a back reach the 100-yard mark came against Wisconsin in 
2016 (Leonard Fournette, 138), at Ole Miss in 2015 (Leonard Fournette, 108 yards), vs. Notre Dame in 2014 (Fournette, 143 yards), 
vs. Clemson in 2012 (Jeremy Hill, 124 yards), Alabama in 2012 (Hill, 107 yards), Georgia in 2008 (Charles Scott, 144 yards) and 
Arkansas in 2007 (Jacob Hester, 126 yards).

Jamie Keehn took over punting duties in 2013 
and finished his career with the fourth-best punting average for a career last year as a senior while being a permanent team captain 
and was named to the 2015 SEC Academic Honor Roll. The next in the pipeline is redshirt freshman punter Josh Growden, a native 
of Sydney, Australia, who will look to keep the Aussie Connection going in 2016.

Les Miles’ Achievements at LSU
The following is a quick look at Les Miles’ notable accomplishments during his 12 years and 144 games (112-32 record) as head 
coach of the Tigers:
• After defeating Florida 30-27 on Oct. 11, 2014, Miles became only the second coach in LSU history to earn 100 victories. Charles 
McClendon tallied 137 in his tenure at LSU.
• Miles recorded 100 wins at LSU in only 126 games. It took McClendon 141 games to reach the historic milestone at LSU.
• In fact, Miles became the third-fastest coach in SEC history to reach 100 wins behind only Steve Spurrier (120 games) and Robert 
Neyland (121).
• With the win over Mississippi State in 2013, Miles became the quickest LSU coach to reach 90 victories doing so in 112 games. It 
took Charles McClendon 124 games to reach that milestone.
• Also the fastest coach in LSU history to 10 wins (11 games), 20 wins (24 games), 30 wins (35 games), 40 wins (48 games), 50 wins 
(63 games), 60 wins (76 games), 70 wins (87 games), and 80 wins (98 games) in school history
• With 10 or more wins seven times at LSU, Miles joined Bear Bryant (13 at Alabama), Steve Spurrier (9 at Florida), Philip Fulmer (9 at 
Tennessee), Mark Richt (9 at Georgia), Vince Dooley (7 at Georgia) and Nick Saban (7 at Alabama) as the only coaches in SEC history 
to have seven or more 10-win seasons at the same school. 
• Led LSU to only 12-0 and 13-0 records in school history in 2011...Led LSU to first 11-0 start since 1958 in 2011. 
• Led LSU to 10-1 start three times in a 6-year span from 2005-10 (‘05, ’07, ’10)
• Only coach in LSU history to beat Auburn, Florida and Alabama in same season, and he’s done it 3 times (2005, ’07, ‘11)
• Only coach in LSU history to beat Florida and Tennessee in the reg. season during the same year; twice: 2010, ’11. 
• Became the first first-year coach in SEC history to lead team to league’s title game (2005).
• Has 16 wins over coaches who have won national titles.
• Coached LSU to 10-plus wins in 4 straight seasons, a first at the school, and to seven overall (the most at the school).
• Only coach in LSU history to lead Tigers to three straight top five final rankings (2005, 2006, 2007).

Colby Delahoussaye Ranks Second in LSU Career FG Percentage
Placekicker Colby Delahoussaye is ranked second in LSU history for career field goal percentage. He has booted 24-of-29 field 
goals for a .828 percentage. He was 11-of-15 in field goal attempts in 2014, including a game-winning, career-long 50-yard attempt 
at Florida. As a freshman in 2013, Delahoussaye shattered the LSU record for most consecutive field goals to start a career by 
converting his first nine attempts. The previous record was seven straight by David Browndyke in 1986. Delahoussaye also ranks 
seventh in LSU history for career PATs made at 90. Delahoussaye is two field goals shy of cracking the Top 10 for most field goals 
made in a career in LSU history. He has 24 entering his junior season in 2015.

LSU Has Scored 23 Special Teams TDs In Les Miles Era 
LSU has recorded 23 special teams touchdown under Les Miles, including most recently when Tre’Davious White returned a punt 
69 yards for a touchdown at Syracuse in the Carrier Dome. Under Miles, LSU has returned 13 punts for touchdowns, 4 kickoffs for 
touchdowns, 2 blocked field goals returned for touchdowns, 1 blocked punt return for a TD, 1 return on a fumbled punt, 1 on a fake 
field goal and 1 on a missed field goal. LSU has scored at least one special teams touchdown in all 11 seasons under Miles. LSU is 
20-2 in games when scoring a special teams touchdown.

	 In Forbes Magazine’s latest study in 2014, LSU was ranked as the nation’s fifth-most valuable football team with a worth of $103 million. Forbes ranked LSU as the fourth-most valuable football 
franchise in 2012 and 2013, clearly stating LSU is one of college football’s most valuable teams. 
	 Of LSU, Forbes said, “we apply the heaviest weight to money that goes towards academic programming, which includes both football scholarships and direct contributions to university initiatives 
like a library fund or non-athletic scholarship programs. A shining example of this is LSU, which last year contributed over $7 million to academic programming.”
	 Forbes said in its report that “athletic value, which is next in the weighting order, is the remaining football profit that goes toward supporting non-revenue sports like softball and soccer. The 
final two areas, conference and community, are comprised of money earned from playing in bowl games and the economic impact generated by home football games, respectively.”
	 LSU set a school-record for attendance in 2014 as the Tigers averaged 101,723 fans for the seven home games. Overall, LSU drew a total of 712,063 fans to Tiger Stadium in 2014, the most 
combined fans for home games in school history.

	 The LSU Athletic Department will transfer over $10 million this fiscal year to other components of the university for use in supporting LSU’s academic, research, public service and other 
missions, Vice Chancellor and Director of Athletics Joe Alleva announced in August.
	 “Our athletic department is sincerely committed to supporting the academic mission of the university, and we’re extremely proud to transfer over $10 million this year,” Alleva said. “These funds 
provide vital resources for our students, faculty and staff, and they help to sustain LSU as one of the top research institutions in the country.”
	 The athletic department has contributed a total of $43.5 million to the LSU-Baton Rouge campus over the past five fiscal years.
	 Beginning in 2012, the athletic department has annually presented $7.2 million to the university in accordance with the Athletics Fund Transfer Policy approved by the LSU Board of Supervisors. 
The policy states that in years in which LSU Athletics yields a surplus, a portion of the surplus in addition to the $7.2 million may be provided to the university.
	 The surplus produced by the athletic department in fiscal year 2014-15 will allow an additional $2.85 million to be channeled to the university, creating a total fund transfer this year of $10.05 
million.

	 LSU, in particular the efforts of the Cox Communications Academic Center for Student-Athletes, is one of eight colleges and universities nationwide being honored by University Business 
magazine in its Spring 2016 Models of Excellence recognition program. 
	 Sponsored by Higher One, a leading provider of financial services to college and university campuses across the U.S., the Models of Excellence program recognizes innovative approaches to 
encouraging and nurturing student success on campus.
	 Since the launch of the CCACSA in 2001, LSU’s Graduation Success Rate (GSR) has continued an upward trend each year, which includes its most recent score of 84 percent, an all-time high for 
the school. The 84 percent is up significantly from the school’s first score of 67 percent in 2005. LSU has also gone from a GSR score of 69 percent in 2008 to a score of 84 in 2015, which represents 
one of the best improvements in the Southeastern Conference during that span. 
 

	 LSU is rated as college football’s ninth most valuable program according to a study done by Ryan Brewer, a finance profession at Indiana University-Purdue University. 
	 Brewer, who also had LSU ranked No. 9 a year ago, had his rankings published today in the Wall Street Journal as well as online at wsj.com. 
	 According to Brewer, the LSU football program has a value of 612.30 million dollars, which puts it firmly among the Top 10 programs in the nation. Ohio State is listed No. 1 with a value of 
946.61 million, followed by Texas (885.05 million), Michigan (811.30 million), Notre Dame (723.59 million) and Alabama (694.87). 
	 The ranking of other SEC teams in Brewer’s study include Tennessee No. 12 at 401.98 million, South Carolina No. 14 (398.18 million), Texas A&M No. 17 (359.14 million), Auburn No. 19 (319.32 
million), Arkansas No. 20 (311.85 million), Ole Miss No. 32 (216.20 million), Kentucky No. 34 (208.00 million), Missouri No. 51 (108.88 million), Mississippi State No. 53 (103.03 million), and 
Vanderbilt No. 68 (55.64 million). 
 

	 When it comes to measuring success of the nation’s top football programs both in the classroom and on the playing field, LSU finds itself among an elite group of schools that are excelling both 
areas. 
	 In a poll conducted by Washington D.C.-area think tank New America and published in Time Magazine, the results took into account a teams’ national ranking based on the College Football 
Playoff Standings and its graduation success rate (GSR). LSU was ranked No. 20 in the final College Football Playoff Standings and were No. 10 among all college football teams in the Top 25 in GSR 
score. 
	 Combine the two polls and LSU finds itself sitting at No. 15 in the nation, which ranks third among all Southeastern Conference schools. Alabama is first among league schools with a combined 
ranking of No. 2 followed by Ole Miss, who came in at No. 11. Other SEC schools in the combined Top 25 include Florida at No. 17, and Tennessee at No. 23. 
	 In the academic-only ranking for the Top 25 teams, LSU’s No. 10 placement is second in the SEC behind only Alabama, who checked in at No. 6. 
	 Clemson was ranked No. 1 in the football playoff poll, while Northwestern was No. 1 in the academic poll. 
	 LSU recently completed its 11th season under head coach Les Miles, posting a 9-3 overall mark after its 56-27 win over Texas Tech in the Texas Bowl. LSU had 12 players on its roster for the 
bowl game already earn their degree.

Saturday’s game is the first meeting between the Tigers and the Gamecocks on the football field, with 
the visitors hailing from the Football Champiionship Subdivision’s Ohio Valley Conference. It will be 
LSU’s 11th game against a member of the FCS, that unlike FBS, features a 24-team playoff to determine 
a national champion. The Gamecocks finished 2015 as the national runner-up, falling in the 2015 
championship game to five-time national champion North Dakota State, 37-10. The Gamecocks come 
into the game ranked No. 5 in the STATS and FCS Coaches’ Polls. The Tigers are 10-0 all-time against 
FCS teams in program history.

Wisconsin Kicks Late Field Goal to Break LSU Streak
LSU rallied from a 13-point deficit at Lambeau Field before Wisconsin placekicker Rafael Gaglianone 
made a 47-yard field goal that proved to be the game winner, as LSU lost its season opener for the 
first time since 2002. LSU (0-1) scored twice in a 67-second span of the third quarter to take a lead, 
and after falling behind again, the Tigers had a first down at the Wisconsin (1-0) 30-yard line with a 
minute to play.  However, quarterback Brandon Harris was intercepted at the Badgers 25. Cornerback 
Tre’Davious White had a 21-yard interception for touchdown and then recovered a fumble three plays 
later to setup a 10-yard touchdown reception by Travin Dural from Harris. Harris finished 12-of-21 
passing for 131 yards with a touchdown and two interceptions. Dural caught five passes for 50 yards. 
Running back Leonard Fournette had 23 rushes for 138 yards and added three catches for 38 yards. 
Gaglianone made field goals of 30 and 48 yards to give Wisconsin a 6-0 halftime lead. Fifth-year senior 
quarterback Bart Houston was 19-of-31 passing for 205 yards with two interceptions. Running back 
Corey Clement led the Badgers with 86 yards on 21 carries, while tight end Tony Fumagalli caught seven 
passes for 100 yards and a touchdown. LSU was outgained 339-257, as Wisconsin had a 36:57-23:03 
advantage in time of possession.
